· Rule 6.1 Each exhibit must be inspected by and pass the
Veterinary Officer’s inspection before being allowed to be
benched in the show. The decision of the Veterinary Officer
is  final.  Veterinary  inspections  shall  be  carried  out  in
accordance  with  the  Show  Veterinary  Inspection
Procedures.

· Each  KITTEN Exhibit (including Companion kittens)  MUST
HAVE had at least one Feline 3 vaccination not less than 14
days  prior  to  the  Show.  Documentary  evidence  of
vaccination  must  be  produced  to  the  Veterinary  Officer
during vetting or the exhibit concerned may be rejected.

· No kitten under 10 weeks can be exhibited.

· Amendments  to  sex/colour:  Any  change  to  the  sex  or
colour/pattern of an exhibit  after an entry has been lodged
must be submitted in writing to the Show Secretary together
with a copy of the amended Certificate of Registration.

· All Entries  MUST BE made on the official NSW CFA Entry
Forms.  These  forms  are  available  from  the  NSW  CFA
Website or at the Office. Download from www.nswcfa.asn.au
or  contact  Connie  Chapman on 02  6557 0744 or  Debbie
Thomas on (02) 47336521.

· For  EACH  EXHIBIT entered  a  legible,  high  contrast
photocopy  of  the  EXHIBIT’S  PEDIGREE,  as  issued  by  a
recognised controlling body, must be attached to the NSW
CFA Inc show entry form, together with the summary sheet
and your cheque or money order. 

NO OTHER PRINTED OR HANDWRITTEN PEDIGREE IS
ACCEPTABLE.  DO NOT  send original pedigrees. 

· PLEASE NOTE:  exhibitors have the right to choose if they
do not wish to have their exhibits judged in all rings.  Entry
forms are to be clearly marked if only one ring is entered.
The Club is NOT required to offer a reduced entry fee for
entry into fewer rings. 

· All  exhibits  must  have  their  front  and back  claws  clipped
prior to arrival at the show and carried into the show in a
secure carry box/receptacle.

· White  curtains  and  bases  only  are  permitted.  Coloured
curtains permitted for “on exhibition” only.

· Clear or white plastic litter trays may be left in cages for all
exhibits.

· A Judge or  steward  does  not  have to handle  any  exhibit
showing signs of aggression in accordance with Show Rule
6.73 (UTH UTJ & disqualification). Owners have a duty of
care not to bench exhibits with a reported history of fractious
behaviour.  Show  Managers  and  the  Show  Committee,  in
consultation with the Show Representative, have the right to
require the removal of the latter exhibits from the show.

· An exhibitor  resident  in  NSW  must  be  a  current  financial
member  of  NSW  C.F.A.  Inc.  However:  A  new  exhibitor
resident  in  NSW  may  show  3  times  as  a  non-member
provided any pedigree exhibit(s) shown is/are registered in
the  exhibitor’s  name  with  NSW  C.F.A.  Inc.  An  exhibitor
resident in another state/territory/country must be a member
of a recognised controlling body in that state/territory/country
and the exhibit(s) entered registered in the exhibitor’s name
with that controlling body.

COMPANION EXHIBITS

ALL  COMPANION  CATS  must  be  desexed.  COMPANION
KITTEN EXHIBITS aged  10  weeks  to  under  6  months  can
remain  entire  and  will  compete  with  desexed  exhibit s.
(Effective  12/2/08) .  For  an  unregistered  companion  exhibit  a
copy of the exhibit’s Certificate of Sterilisation (desexing) signed
by  a  qualified  Veterinary  Surgeon  must  accompany  the
entry.Companion Exhibits may be shown for the first time without
classification and three times without  registration as  per Show
Rule 3.9 iii.

I became involved with cats and the Cat Fancy
by accident about 18 years ago with the gift of a
tiny seal point Siamese kitten who became the
mother of my first “show” kitten – a blue point
Siamese.

I  commenced  judging  with  Group  2  (1996),
followed  by  Group  3  (1998)  and  in  2005  I
completed my Group 1 training and I am now a
fully licensed Allbreeds judge.  I  have enjoyed
immensely judging in all states of Australia and
in the North and South Islands of New Zealand.
In my other life I am a solicitor with my own
practice  in  the  small  regional  town  of
Mittagong. In my rare moments of spare time I
enjoy  exploring  antique  shops,  gardening,
reading and learning about one of my other great
hobbies – marine and tropical fish.

Good-day, I am a Group 1 and 3 judge with FCC
of Victoria. I qualified in 1995 for Group 3 having
been tutored by Cheryle U'ren and Diane Reynolds
and  have  thoroughly  enjoyed  judging  the  Other
Shorthair  breeds  in  many states  of  Australia.  In
October 2003 I was granted a license for judging
Group  1  within  FCC  of  Victoria.  This  follows
three years of training with Group 1 experts Rod
U’ren and Marlene Chasemore. 
Breed Interests: Since 1983 I have had the pleasure
of  successfully  exhibiting  and  breeding  British
Shorthair cats. My first cat was CCCA Gd & Gold
Gd Ch Barraby Tom Thumper, Cat of Year 1985
and 1988 as well  as Reserve Cat of Year,  1989.
Tom was one of the few cats to have been Supreme
All-Breeds Kitten at the FCCVic Open Show, 1983
(776 total entries) followed by Supreme All-Breeds
Cat two years  later (679 total  entries).  Tom was
retired in 1989 after  winning Best  Group 3 Cat,
Royal  Melbourne  Show  and  Supreme  Exhibit,
Mildura  District  Cat  Club.  For  ten  years  my
mother  and  I  specialised  in  breeding  spotted
tabbies  under  the  'Cornfield'  cattery  prefix  and
successfully  exhibited  Best  in  Show  winning
progeny  such  as:  CCCA  Db  Gd  &  Gold  GPN
Cornfield  Silva  Sue,  CCCA  &  Gold  GPN
Cornfield  Silva  Zac,  CCCA  &  Gold  GPN
Cornfield  Brown Owl  and Int'l  Gd Ch Cornfield
Silva Nickle. 
Other Feline Involvement: In 1985, I trained as a
steward  and  have  enjoyed  stewarding  at  many
shows  including  the  prestigious  FCCVic  Open,
Royal  Melbourne  and  CCCA  Shows.  I  enjoy
talking to cat fanciers about many issues relating to
cats. Among these discussions has been the Feline
Health Research Fund. This very exciting venture
aims  to  raise  and  direct  much  needed  financial
support  to  important  areas  of  feline  research
affecting the breeding and well  being of  cats  in
Australia. In addition I am particularly interested in
the  development  of  DNA  tests  for  selecting
breeding stock. This progressive field should allow
the  genetic  basis  of  feline  health,  disease  and
appearance to be determined, thus being of great
benefit  to  breeders  and  cats.  To  help  fanciers
understand the power of DNA technology I have
published several articles of which some appear on
the FCCVic website.
I look forward to participating in many more cat
shows  and  seminars  as  well  as  talking  with
members of the cat fancy.
